Al tests are externally marked.

As in recent years, writing will be teacher
assessed internally. The pieces of writing the
children produce during their English lessons all
count towards their final assessment.




Scaled Scores

Since 2016, when the new curriculum was introduced in schools, test
scores have been reported as ‘scaled scores’.

AEach pupil receives:
oa raw score (number of raw marks awarded);
0 a scaled score in each tested subject;
o confirmation of whether or not they attained the national standard.

What is meant by ‘scaled scores’?
Alt is planned that 100 will always represent the ‘national standard'.

AEach pupil’s raw test score will therefore be converted into a score on the scale,
either at, above or below 100.

AThe scale will have a lower end point somewhere below 100 and an upper encf .,
point above 100. menu

AA child who achieves the ‘national standard’ (a score of 100) will be judged to
have demonstrated sufficient knowledge in the areas assessed by the tests.




Scaled Score Examples

On publication of the test results in July:

Aa child awarded a scaled score of 100 is judged to have met the ‘national
standard’ in the area judged by the test;

Aa child awarded a scaled score of more than 100 is judged to have exceeded the
national standard and demonstrated a higher than expected knowledge of the
curriculum for their age;

Aa child awarded a scaled score of less than 100 is judged to have not yet met the
national standard and performed below the expectation for their age.
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Higher-Attaining Pupils

AThere are no additional tests for higher-attaining children.

AEach test will have scope for higher-attaining pupils to show
their strengths.

AThis means that some questions towards the end of the tests
may be more difficult for many children but they should be
encouraged to attempt as much of the test as they are able to.
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AThe reading test consists of a single test paper with three unrelated reading
texts. Children are given 60 minutes in total, which includes reading the texts and
answering the questions.

AA total of 50 marks are available.

AQuestions are designed to assess the comprehension and understanding of a
child’s reading.

ADuring the reading paper, a child’s inference and deduction skills are thoroughly
tested. They will also be expected to answer questions on authorial choices:
explaining why an author has chosen to use particular vocabulary, grammar and
text features.

ASome questions are multiple choice or selected response; others require short
answers and some require an extended response or explanation.

Sample Questions

Reading Paper

Look at the paragraph beginning: One of the victims...

What does the word invaders suggest about the humans arriving on
Mauritius?
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AA lot of Year 6 children read on their own.
AFirst and foremost, focus developing an enjoyment and love of reading.

ATest preparation — reading quickly whilst still understanding the text. Challenge
your child to read a section of the text in a set time and then ask them a few
questions about what they have read. During the test they will need to be able to
read fairly quickly in order to allow enough time to answer the questions.

ALook up definitions of unfamiliar words together — Collins online dictionary is good
to use as it provides sentences containing the word to put the word in context.

AAll reading is valuable — it doesn’t have to be just stories. Reading can involve
anything: fiction, non-fiction, poetry, newspapers, magazines, football programmes
and TV guides..anything!



Grammar, Punctuation & Spelling

AA spelling test is administered containing 20 words, which lasts approximately 15
minutes.

AA separate test is given on grammar, punctuation and vocabulary.

AThis test lasts for 45 minutes and requires short answer questions including
some multiple choice.

AMarks for these two tests are added together to give a total for grammar,
punctuation and spelling.

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AUse the CGP guides to help with revision.

APractise and learn weekly spelling lists and look up the meaning of any unfamiliar
words to the children. These words are often used in the reading paper too.

AWhen assessing writing, spelling needs to be accurate in order for children to
achieve expected level. The results of spelling tests can be used to support our
teacher judgements.

AEncourage use of a dictionary to check spelling and a thesaurus to find synonyms
and expand vocabulary.

ARemember that good readers become good writers! Identify good writing
features when reading (e.g. vocabulary, sentence structure and punctuation).
